Estimated reductionsin
production are 24% for canned apricots, 14% for canned pears, 12% for mixed fruit,
and 6% for peaches. A marginal reduction in exportsfrom 2001 is expected asa result
of thefall in total production and stocks.
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Executive Summary

In 2002, South Africa stotal canned fruit production ( peaches, pears, gpricots, and mixed fruit) is expected to
decrease by 12% from a year earlier because of the unseasonal pre-harvest cold and wet wesather. Estimated
reductions in production are at 24% for canned apricots, 14% for canned pears, 12% for mixed fruit, and 6% for

peaches.

In 2001, South Africa stotal canned deciduous fruit exports increased marginaly by 2% from 2000. Exports increased
for canned peaches (7%) and pears (6%0), and dropped for apricots (-4%) and mixed fruit (-5%). In 2002, canned
fruit exports are expected to decrease marginaly from 2001 mainly due to thefal in tota production and stocks.
Canned mixtures will increase by 2%, while reductions in exports are expected for canned peary(-8%), canned
peaches ( -9%), and canned apricots (-10%).
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Production

South Africa s fruit canning indudtry is the fourth largest in the world. The domestic indudiry is made up of four main
canners, Langerberg foods, Sapco of Delmonte Brand, Ashton, and Rhodes Fruit Farm Foods. Exports account for
90% of al canned fruit production, 50% of which goes to Europe. According to the Canning Fruit Producer’s
Asociation ( CFPA), the canning fruit market is growing only dightly each yeer.

Except for peaches, not dl of South Africa s ddliveries for processing, are used for canning. Depending on the qudity,
fruits are dso processed for juice, or pureed as pulp and baby food. The canning industry is an export-oriented
industry with about 90% of its high quality canned fruit products exported to dmost 50 countries, mainly the EU and the
Far Eagt. The CY 2002 season started on a pogitive note with favourable westher conditions and plentiful rainfall which
filled reservoirs,

Consumption

South Africa s domestic consumption of canned deciduous fruit averages around 10% of total canned production.

CY 2002's domestic consumption for canned apricot and canned pears are expected to remain unchanged at about
5,000 MT and 2050 MT respectively. However, consumption of canned peaches and canned mixtures are expected to
increase marginaly.

CY 2002 pear production and acreage planted are expected to decline from last year mainly because of unfavorable
market conditionsin the industry since 1977. Egtimations of production are a 14% reduction despite afairly margind
increase ( 4%) in fresh fruit ddivered for processing. Though the total fresh production for pears increased, the canned
pear production was aso offset by the Product Standard Act of 1990, enacted in 2000, that ensures the usage of only
the highest qudity fruit.

South Africal stota export value for canned deciduous fruit mixtures amounted to R195 million in 2001, with about
R2.4 million to US markets.

Trade

In September 2000, the South African government published a document on the Standards and Requirements for
exports of Canned Fruit, in the context of the Agricultural Product Standards Act, 1990( Act No.119 of 1990). The
Act enaures that only fruit of the highest qudity, in particular apricots, is used for canning.

Marketing

South Africa s canned fruit exports to Europe are ill important although sales to the Far East and the rest of the World
are condantly rising asaresult of South Africa s shift in marketing strategy from Europe to other regions. Under the
SA/EU Trade Agreement, which became effective in January 2000, the South African canners have closely monitored
their EU shipments to get the maximum possible benefit from their dlocated tariff quota. There has dso been close
liaison with government departments and the South African Revenue Service (SARS) regarding the management of the
quotas. The quotas are shared annually amongst the canners based on their historica average share of exportsto the
EU during the period 1996 to 1998. Although this procedure complies with the SA/EU Free Trade Agreement
Protocol, it does not take into account shiftsin individua canner export patterns.
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
