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On October 19, 2003, Australia and Thailand reached agreement on a bilateral free trade agreement (FTA).  Reportedly, the FTA will be signed within the next five months and will go into effect on January 1, 2005.  Australia’s Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade has now revealed some of the tariff concessions that were offered by Thailand as part of the FTA.  The following table provides details on the elimination of Thai tariffs on certain agricultural products under the FTA.  For further information on the FTA see GAIN Report #AS3040, dated 10/21/03.
