Market Tone
Export prices for most grades of rice remained strong mainly in response to Japan’s rice tender last week and also the Royal Thai Government intervention program. Trade sources reported that Japan’s tender for 100% grade white rice has boosted the Thai domestic market price since the previous week. Also, the government intervention program will likely become more aggressive after the government released its old crop rice stock of 1.01 million tons. Trade sources reported that the government stock release did not affected the current market prices for new crop, as the old crop would be sold to specific markets, particularly to some African and Asian countries. As for the current government intervention program, the authorities have bought around 1.2 million tons of paddy, most of which are white rice paddy (as of Dec. 21, 2003), since the start of the program on Nov. 1, 2003.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exports for Dec. 15-21, 2003 totaled 102,416 tons, up 15,315 tons from the previous week’s total and down 10,017 tons from the four-week moving average of 112,434 tons. Exports during Jan. 1- Dec. 21, 2003, totaled 5,054,296 tons, compared with 5,700,272 tons (including fragrant rice) during the same period in 2002.

According to the Department of Internal Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1 – Nov. 30, 2003 amounted to 6,740,714 tons, up slightly from 6,678,416 tons in 2002.
