Market Tone
Export prices for most grades of rice increased significantly due mainly to the stronger Thai Baht. Most current quotations are reportedly based on 39.0 Baht/US dollar, as compared to around 39.5 Baht/US$ for the previous weeks. Trade sources reported that new market demand for white rice remains quiet, as buyers were waiting for the new crop of Vietnamese rice, which is coming on to the market in the next two months. Also, fragrant rice exports are just for outstanding contracts.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exports for Jan. 1 - Dec. 31, 2003, totaled 5,299,111 tons, compared with 5,792,412 tons (including fragrant rice) during the same period in 2002.

According to the Department of Internal Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1 – Dec. 22, 2003 amounted to 7,260,035 tons, up 2.8 percent from 7,065,108 tons in 2002.
