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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Spain’s area planted to kiwi fruit has changed little over the past few years and rising land costs in production areas are likely to continue to constrain future production.  The MY 2003/04 crop should increase by about a thousand tons, thanks to good weather. 

Spain continues to be the first consumer of kiwi fruit in the EU market and one of the top per capita consumers in the world. 

Spain relies on imports for about 90 percent of its consumption; most come from Italy and New Zealand.  Exports continue to decline, totaling only 7,613 tons in MY 2002.

PRODUCTION

Area and production of kiwifruit was about the same for MY 2001 and 2002. The planted area is not expected to change in future due to high land prices in production areas.  Production during MY 2003 is expected to increase by about a thousand tins due to favorable autumn weather. 

The major production areas continue to be located in northern Spain; Galicia is the leading production region followed by Asturias and the Basque Country.  The "Hayward" variety is the most common type produced.  Kiwifruit harvesting generally begins toward the end of October and lasts until the beginning of November.

CONSUMPTION

Kiwi consumption for MY 2002 was estimated at 104,750 tons, a four percent increase from MY 2001. MY 2003, consumption is forecast to remain stable or to have a small increase.

Spain continues to be the first consumer of kiwi fruit in the EU market and one of the main consumers in the world; annual per capita consumption is about 0.4 kilograms. Virtually all consumption is in the form of fresh fruit.

TRADE

Spain has not been able to increase kiwi fruit area because of high land costs and limited area in the producing regions. As a result, expanding domestic consumption must rely increasingly on imports.  During MY 2002, imports reached 98,942 tons, a slight increase from MY 2001; most came from Italy and France (during the autumn and winter months) and from New Zealand and Chile (during the spring and summer). 

Exports fell by 16 percent in MY 2002, totaling 7,613 tons; about half were shipped to Portugal, which shares a border with Spain’s Galican production area. Most of the rest went to other EU countries.
