Comment:  Mexico’s pork producers have been seeking some type of protection from imported pork for about two years.  CMP has also petitioned SE to initiate a dumping investigation on imports of U.S. pork (see MX3004).  At the writing of this report, SE had not yet made a decision on the anti-dumping request which is separate from the safeguard request.
