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Organic production in Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH) is in the beginning stages of development, and the organics market is still undeveloped.  Limited quantities and selection of organic products can be found in large supermarkets and in a few specialized stores.  Most consumers find organic products expensive and believe people with health problems should consume these products.  Consumers also believe that most locally produced foods are similar to organic products because of Bosnia’s traditional agricultural practices and low level of chemical use (fertilizers, pesticides). 

Agriculturalists in Bosnia and Herzegovina believe that organic production would be competitive against modern agricultural production of the developed countries.  BiH’s average farm size is small, the hilly and mountainous land conditions are unsuitable for large-scale cultivation, and the high unemployment rate provides a cheap labor force for labor-intensive production.  The recent war has resulted in even lower agricultural chemical use and reduced industrial pollution.  Although pollution still tends to be “insignificant”, almost nothing has been done regarding nature preservation.

At present, the “Development of Organic Agriculture in B&H” project is being supported by the Swedish International Development Agency (SIDA) and implemented by Grolink (a Swedish based consultancy).  Project activities include development of a certification body and regulatory framework, marketing assistance, establishment of an organic sector association, and development of public awareness.  A non-governmental organization “ECON” is responsible for most of the groundwork for this project.  The certification system is based on “KRAV”, a key player in the organic market in Sweden.  Twenty-five individual farmers, processors and wild products collectors have been visited by KRAV inspectors and received registration certificates. Also, Swedish inspectors from KRAV have trained local inspectors.  A non-profit organization Organska Kontrola (OK, meaning organic control) has been established to provide local inspection and certification service.  OK will provide certification in the areas of crop production, wild production, bee keeping and processing. 
Besides KRAV, Italian and English organic certificates are also present in the country.  “BETA” or Bosnian Environmental Technologies Association is a member organization of IFOAM (International Foundation of Organic Agriculture Movements).
