Market Tone 
  
Export prices for most grades of rice increased slightly from the slowdown in the last couple 
of weeks. Trade sources reported that local rice millers are so concerned over smaller supply 
of second crop due to current dry weather conditions and low level of water in major dams. 
Most millers are reportedly building up their stocks and cautious to sell their rice even to 
regular buyers, despite the recent official marginal revision of the second crop to 5.7 million 
tons of paddy. Trade sources sought the release of the government stock, which was 
suspended until next month, in order to ease domestic prices.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice 
exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, 
which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the 
Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but 
the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data. 

 
Unofficial exports (excluding fragrant rice) for Apr. 19-25, 2004 totaled 163,685 tons, up 
71,259 tons from the previous week’s total and up 28,017 tons from the four-week moving 
average of 135,668 tons. Exports during Jan. 1 – Apr. 25, 2004 totaled 1,958,685 tons, 
compared with 1,297,741 tons during the same period in 2003. 
 
According to the Department of Internal Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports 
(including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1- Mar. 31, 2004, amounted to 2.1 million tons, up 29 
percent from the same period in the previous year.
