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Report Highlights:
Fresh citrus export figures have been revised down because of the limited supply due to lower production this year and strong demand in the local market.

Citrus Processing (for concentrate) went down sharply to 2,000 MT (less than 1 percent nominal capacity because of high prices in the local fresh market. This exacerbates the already weak financial situation of the sole citrus concentrate producer, FRUMAT.

Data from Export Quality Control Office suggest that small citrus fruit (tangerine like) export are slightly lower compared to last year’s level.  Although the season is not yet finished for oranges, exports of oranges have been revised downward, especially for the late variety (Maroc-Late) because of stronger demand in the local market and the low production this year.  Exports to the US have dropped significantly compared to last year because of the limited supply and are not expected to exceed 4,000 MT, mostly Clementines.

Processing of citrus juice for concentrate is expected to reach its lowest level since the late 80’s. The low orange production this year combined with higher fruit quality resulted in relatively high prices in the local fresh market that ended up attracting most farmers. Back in the late 80’s FRUMAT, the sole concentrate producer in Morocco, processed over 330,000 MT of fruit in one year. This year FRUMAT is expected to process only about 2,000 MT of oranges.

This situation will undoubtedly impact negatively on FRUMAT’s already weak financial situation.  The lack of clear strategy and stringent commitments from farmers to deliver at least some of their production to FRUMAT each year will continue to weaken FRUMAT’s situation and make its future uncertain. Recently in January 2004, a new restructuring plan has been published by the board of FRUMAT. This plan states that FRUMAT will be split in two smaller companies whose capital will be open to the private sector including foreign investors. Whether this plan will be implemented remains to be seen.
