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Report Highlights:
Export activity is strong due to purchase orders from overseas buyers. Prices are firm. After India, who took 69 percent of exports, China was the second major importer of Burma's beans and pulses, with 13 percent.
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Trade

During March, Burma exported 131,179 metric tons (mt) of beans and pulses. Toor Whole (Pigeon pea) comprised 37 percent, Matpe 27 percent and Mung beans 25 percent of the total beans and pulses export.  The major destination was India who took 69 percent of the total beans and pulses export.  March’s exports increased 87 percent from March, 2003.

Market Situation

The new beans and pulses crop continued to enter the Binyintnaung wholesale market in Rangoon.  Export activity was high in the second week of March and stayed strong through the end of March.  Purchase orders from overseas buyers were up and prices firmed. In March, India, which normally takes about 80 percent of the total beans and pulses export each month, took only 69 percent, with China becoming the second major importer of Burma’s beans and pulses, taking some 13 percent of the total beans and pulses export.
