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Production

According to the Statistical Office of the Slovak Republic, total grain production is estimated to be at around 2.9 million MT, up by 54 percent in 2004 compared to last year.  This is due to this year’s favorable weather conditions, especially sufficient rainfalls and moderate spring temperatures.  Average hectare yield is expected to increase for all commodities.  (see below table).
