Market Situation 

In the first two weeks of June, the new beans and pulses crop flows into the Binyintnaung wholesale market in Rangoon have been strong but started to slow down in the latter weeks.  Yields are low due to bad weather.  Trading activities are lively due to increased export activities and a firmer foreign exchange rate, with trading in Matpe more active than the other beans and pulses. India, which normally takes 80 percent of the total beans and pulses export, took only 69 percent this month. China became the second major buyer, taking 14 percent of the total Burmese beans and pulses export.  Beans and Pulses export to China and also Thailand are mostly via border trade.

Confirmed trading sources said that Burma faces strong competition from Canada on quality and price.  India has increased procurement of Canadian beans and pulses lately since the quality is reportedly much better and prices are much more competitive.
