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Executive Summary

The objective of this report is to provide greater insight and information concerning the kind and value of agricultural, fishery, and forestry products China buys and sells.  This report updates information provided in last month’s report (CH4047).  Readers should be aware data will not exactly match other countries export statistics due to timing of exports (e.g. trade recorded in an exporting country at the end of one month or year might not be recorded in China’s records until the following month or year).  Furthermore, values from one country to another may vary due to disparity in recording methods (e.g. FOB versus CIF/landed price).  Also, inconsistencies may exist as a result of Hong Kong or Macau re-export trade to China and China’s re-exports from those locations.

China Customs data indicates agricultural, fishery and forestry product imports reached $26.7 billion in the first nine months of the year.  September 2004 imports were nearly $3 billion.  Year to date exports reached $19.4 billion, of which $2.4 billion was during September 2004.

Many of the commodities China imports are for its large processing sector that are turned into non-agricultural commodities and exported (e.g. textiles, furniture, and consumer goods like leather shoes). 

Imports

China Customs recorded imports for all goods surpassed $411 billion in the first nine months of 2004 with agricultural, fishery, and forestry product imports accounting for over six percent of total imported products.  Year to date imports are forty-three percent higher than last year at this time and already surpassed complete calendar year 2003 imports.

Exports

Year to date exports of all goods surpassed $416 billion with nearly 4.6 percent of exports considered agricultural, fishery, and forestry commodities.  The export of agricultural, fishery, and forestry commodities listed in this report does not include finished products like woven or knit apparel, furniture, bedding, or footwear that are often manufactured from agricultural goods.  Year to date comparisons reveals export increased approximately fourteen percent and that they are on track to reach 2003 complete calendar year exports of $24.6 billion.
