Until January 1, 2007, the Plant Protection Service (PD) was responsible for inspection of crop imports into The Netherlands.  As from January 1, 2007, the Netherlands Inspection Service for Agriculture (NAK, www.nak.nl), the Netherlands Inspection Service for Horticulture (NAK Horticulture), the BKD (Flower Bulb Inspection Service, www.bloembollenkeuringsdienst.nl), and the KCB (Quality Control Bureau for Vegetables and Fruits, www.kcb.nl) took over the inspection tasks of the PD.  The PD will have the authority over the NAK, NAK Horticulture, the BKD and the KCB.
